Circular walk from Burghfield Common via Silchester

from Reading after first receiving a blessing at the Abbey. This circular walk from Burghfield
Common will not only follow in the footsteps of these ancient pilgrims but Roman soldiers too.

Distance - 9 miles circular walk easy walk.

Start/finish - Recreation Ground Car Park, Burghfield Common, Post Code RG7 3EN (Grid Ref SU 650
668).

Travel - Lime 2/2a bus from Reading (Blagrave Street) and get off at Burghfield Common Village Hall,
opposite the Recreation Ground. Or park in car park.
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
